particular piece of art.

The Bible speaks for itself in this regard.
For when you pick up your Bible, you will
not see a statement claiming, “FICTION.”
Rather, “FROM GOD.” Listen to what the
Bible says of itself:

All Scripture is God-breathed and profit-
able for teaching, for reproof, for correc-
tion, for training in righteousness, so that
the man of God may be equipped, having
been thoroughly equipped for every good
work. (2 Timothy 3:16-17)

...God revealed them through the Spirit,
for the Spirit searches all things, even the
depths of God...of which depths we also
speak, not in the words taught by human
wisdom, but in those taught by the Spirit,
combining spiritual depths with spiritual
words...For who has known the mind of
the Lord, that he will direct him? But we
have the mind of Christ. (1 Corinthians
2:10, 13, 16)

Know this first of all, that no prophecy
of Scripture comes by one’s own interpre-
tation. For no prophecy was ever made by
the will of man, but men being moved by
the Holy Spirit spoke from God. (2 Peter
1:20-21)

There are other scriptures which could
be quoted, but these will suffice to show
what the Bible says for itself. The scriptures
are revelations that come from God, these
revelations are given to men through the
Holy Spirit and are doled out in the way
God sees fit. The Bible claims to be God’s
word, and indeed, it is.
